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	Welcome
The Mayor opened the May meeting with a warm welcome. All attendees were informed of the fire evacuation procedure.
Apologies 
Cllr’s Bailey, Dereli and Horsley – were accepted. 

Disclosure of Pecuniary Interest and Non-Pecuniary Interest
Cllr Crawford – non-pecuniary item 4 on the agenda – Residents points of interest.
Cllr Purple – non-pecuniary item 11 e – donation to Lancashire Wildlife on behalf of Dr John Watt.
To receive any issues raised by members of the public.

Cllr Bradley raised an issue at 38 School Lane where an inspection chamber had collapsed. This he suspected was due to the increase in traffic and speeds of vehicles travelling along School Lane and hitting the speed bumps in situation on the road. It was noted that the speed limit is 20 mph along School Lane. It was agreed for the Traffic and Transport Working Group to further discuss at their next meeting and consider writing to the National Farmers Union regarding this issue. Action: - Clerk to contact the Rural Police ‘Helen Gardiner’ to raise this issue.
Cllr Crawford raised the following point regarding residents on Liverpool Road South who had attended a meeting regarding flooding in their back gardens, from what they suspected a being from the McCarthy Stone Development. The Town Council had written to both LCC Lead Flood Agency (who responded) and WLBC (who didn’t respond) with their concerns. The Town Council felt that they had done what they could and agreed to pass all the documentation regarding letters sent to the residents for them to follow up. Councillor Edwards, who was in attendance, asked to be copied into the correspondence. Action: - Clerk to forward all correspondence to the residents regarding this issue. 
To receive comments from County and Borough Councillors
Cllr Edwards attended the meeting for the first time following his election to County Councillor in the recent elections. He confirmed he would be happy to follow up any issues raised by the Town Council and confirmed he would email the Clerk with further contact details for himself. He confirmed that he is a Burscough resident and happily agreed to acting as a conduit and bring back findings to further meetings. Cllr Pollington reported on the work done by Councillor Pope with on-going traffic / speed works with LCC, he reported that he did not want to lose the momentum of the work already done and suggested Cllr Pollington would email Cllr Edwards with the latest up dates. Action: - Clerk to provide email addresses of Cllr Edwards to Cllr Pollington. 
Police Report 
a) Town Councillors in attendance noted the next Police Surgery at the Interchange Building on 13th June 2025.
b) Police crime figures were also noted for the month of March 2025, the Clerk informed that there had been a recent theft of important flag stones from a church in Appley Bridge.

d) It was resolved to approve the schedule of payments at the Town 
Council meeting of the 21st May 2025 proposed by Cllr Pollington and seconded by Cllr Crawford with a unanimous vote. The authorisers were agreed as Cllr’s Kennedy and Price.

Street Scene Working Group
a) It was resolved to agree the quotation from Michael Moore to repaint some of the Street Scene furniture proposed by Cllr Kennedy and seconded by Cllr Bradley with a unanimous vote.
Traffic and Transport Working Group
a) The minutes of the Traffic and Transport Working Group dated 14th 2025 were noted. A note of thanks was sent to Mrs Pollington for all her work interpreting the data and putting it into a format to read from the SPID downloads.

a) The correspondence from WLBC regarding an update on Bobby Langton Way and associated area was noted. Action: - Clerk to respond and ask the following questions, when is the joint inspection? could representatives from the Town Council attend? and provide an invitation to a Town Council meeting to feedback to the Council on Bobby Langton Way.
b) The consultation documents regarding new wireless infrastructure on School House Farm, Tollgate Crescent was noted. Action: - Clerk to respond with no further comments, with a note of thanks for the Town Council to be included.
c) The response from WLBC regarding the recent complaint was noted. Action: - Clerk to work with Cllr Purple regarding a possible response.
d) The following item regarding the reduction of speed on the A59 heading towards Ormskirk has been delegated to Traffic and Transport working Group.

e) The Town Council received the land survey report from Dr Watt, as a small thank you decided to provide £50 to Lancashire Wildlife proposed by Cllr Kennedy and seconded by Cllr Crawford with a unanimous vote.

A note of thanks from the Town Council to Cllr Horsley and Cllr Bailey for the organisation of the VE Day commemorations, with raising of the flag at the cenotaph and for the musical fireworks event at the Cricket Club.
